HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE I

tach Contraectinz Party undertakes to promote

To this end, each Contracting Party shall encourage
and assist cooperations and exchauge iu the fields of:
a) Literature, musie, ecrafts, visual and performing
arts and other activities of cultural paturej
b) Education and research;
¢) Seience and technology;

d) 1ass media, namely press, radio and television
services ipnecluding expertise in cinema tography;
and

e} Social, sports and youth activities,
ARTICLE II

The Contracting Parties undertake to encourage and

facilitate the exchanse hetwyeer their respective

countries of educatinnal and traiping fagilities in any

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ar all the fields referred tn in Articie I,

ARTICLE TIX

Each Contracting Party shall endeavour to
undertake to grant students from the country of the
other facilities for admission to its educatipnal
institutions in accordapce with the regulations in
foree i its territory,

ARTICLE TV

The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to
ensure that the audip-visual materials prescribed in
their respective educaticnal and professional institu-
tions do not include such materials as tend to
misrepresent the way of life and culture of each
otherts country.
ARTICLE V
Each Contracting Party undertakes to facilitate,
as far as its own resonrces and requirements may permit,
emplovees of the other, eor any other persons deputed by
that apther Contracting Party, for wvisit to and training
in 4its scieptifie, technical apnd prefessicnal
instituntinns,
ARTICLE VI

The Congracting Parties shall endeavour to
facilitate, as far as possible, reciprocal wvisiis by
cultural, sporting and youth groups of Noh-politieal
natare of their respectlive epuntries,

ARTICLE VIT

The provisions of the present Agreement shall not
1imit the rishts of either Contracting Party to adopt
and execute measures relating te its national interests,

ARTICLE VIIT

Tach Centracting Party shall desizpnate an
anpropriate autherity for the purpose of implementing
this Agreement within its territory.
