THE EXECUTIVE PROGRAMME OF THE CULTURAL AND
EDUCATIONAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
REPUBLIC OF INDIA AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SULTANATE
OF OMAN FOR 1997 & 1998

Whereas the Government of the Republic of India and the Government of the
Sultanate of Oman are desirous of developing their cultural and educational cooperation
in pursuance of the Cultural Agreement signed by the two parties in Muscat on
3.8.1991; accordingly;, the two Governments have agreed upon the following as the
Executive Programme for the years 1997 and 1998:

CHAPTER -1
EDUCATION

¥, The two Parties shall exchange the visits of professors of Sultan Qaboos
University and Jawaharlal Nehru University Other details like the period of such visits,
shall be decided through diplomatic channels.

2. The two Parties shall facilitate the participation of 3-4 Academics in national/
international conferences and seminars held in the other country and also provide
facilities for the visit of such academics to centres of their interest in the host country for
a period up to two weeks. Information regarding subjects, dates and venues of these
conferences and seminars will be exchanged well in advance.

3 The two Parties shall exchange 4-6 Academics working in universities and
institutes to deliver lectures and exchange expertise for a period up to two weeks.

4, The two Parties shall enable post graduate students and researchers to benefit
from the documents and books in the document centres and public libraries and extend
to them the facilities required in collecting information from other sources for their
researches,

5, The two Parties will exchange necessary information in English on curriculums,
syllabi, etc,, to enable both Parties to establish and determine the equivalence of degrees/
diplomas, certificates, etc., awarded by the universities and other educational institutions
of both countries,

6. The Indian Party shall allocate to the Omani P:afn}* an agreed number of
scholarships in the Indian universities. Such scholarships and the details thereof shall
be specified through the diplomatic channels.




CHAPTER - 11
CULTURE

L The two Parties shall seek to promote cooperation between their respective
cultural institutions, libraries and museums, as well as exchange copies of documents and
manuscripts about each country which are located in the other country subject to the
prevalent rules and regulations concerning such exchange.

. The two Parties shall seek to support cooperation in fields of printing,
publication and translation of books relevant to both countries.

3 "The two Parties shall encourage the participation in the international book fairs
held in each other’s country on commercial basis.

4, The two Parties shall encourage their folkloric companies to exchange visits as
often as possible so as to introduce their respective peoples to such arts. The details will
be decided through diplomatic channels,

3 The two Parties shall support cooperation between their respective theatre
organizations exchanging each other's production shows.

6. "The two Parties shall seek to exchange visits by their respective cultural officials,
researchers and artists so as to maintain cultural communication between their two
countries. The details of such visits will be decided through diplomatic channels.

CHAPTER - III
GENERAL PROVISIONS

EXCHANGING VISITS FOR A PERIOD NOT MORE THAN ONE MONTH

i) The visiting Party shall bear the full cost of two-way fares of its individuals
and delegations.

ii) The host Party shall provide accommodation, boarding, internal and local
transport necessary for the fulfilment of the visit programme and pocket money
for incidental expenses.

iii)  The two Parties shall ensure medical treatment in case of emergencies.

ExHiBITIoONS AND FalrRs

i) The exhibitor Party shall forward to the host Party proposals regarding the
intended exhibition or fair which may include all relevant technical data not less
than 3 months in advance of the exhibition or fair inauguration.

ii)  The exhibitor Party shall bear the cost of the two-way flight of the exhibits
from their home site to their first site within the host country and back home
from their final site in the host country.




d)

iii)  The exhibitor Party shall bear the cost of the insurance policy on the
exhibits.

iv)  The host Party shall bear the cost of customs licences and internal
transportation and the cost of display including all relevant publicity and
production of posters, catalogues and brochures. The size, type and timing of
each exhibition shall be discussed and determined through diplomatic channels.

v)  One person may accompany the exhibition, if considered necessary by the
exhibitor Party, and in such cases, hospitality will be provided by the host Party

vi)  The host Party shall take the relevant security measures for the protection
of the exhibits during the period the exhibition is in its territory.

vii)  In the event of any exhibit being exposed to any damage etc., whatsoever,

the host Party is pledged to providing, at its own cost, the exhibitor Party with
the relevant documents which may help in filing an insurance claim,

SCHOLARSHIPS

i) Each Party shall provide to the scholar of the other Party:

a) maintenance allowance for the scholars of postgraduate and higher
studies/ research/training/specialization at the prevalent rates at that time.

b} tuition/examination/compulsory fees.
c) medical expenses (except those incurred on tonics, dentures,
surgical appliances, artificial limbs, spectacles and similar articles)

according to the rules of the institutions concerned.

d) cost of any student excursions in accordance with the relevant
college or university regulations.

e}  cost of books, instruments and equipment necessary for the course
of studies within the ceiling prescribed from time to time.

f) hostel reservation charges, if any
EXCHANGE OF PUBLICATIONS

i) Each of the two Parties shall bear the cost of anv printed matter or Lape-
recordings it seeks to send to the other Party:




CHAPTER - IV
VALIDITY AND AMENDMENT OF THE PROGRAMME

1. Either Party can propose the addition or amendment of any Articles in this
Programme through the relevant diplomatic channel.

2 Both Parties shall meet at least six months prior to the expiry date of this
Programme in order to set up a new Programme, at a time and venue which should be
mutually determined through diplomatic channels.

3. This Programme shall come into force from the date of signing thereof,
Done at New Delhi on the 12th day of Chaitra 1919 (SAKA), corresponding to
the 2nd day of April 1997 (AD) in six originals, two each in Hindi, Arabic and English

languages, all text being equally authentic. In case of divergence, the English text shall
prevail.
