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CULLURAL AND EDUCATIONAL AGREENENT
ECWEEN THE GOVERNMTNT OF THE
TEPUBLIC OF INDIA AND THE GOVERNMENT
OF THE FEDERAL REFUBLIC OF NIGERIA

Phe Govermment of the Republiec of India and the
Federal Government of Federal Republic of Nigeria (hére~in-
after referred to as "The Contracting Farties"),

DESIRING to strengthen the mutuzl ties of friendship
and undersyanding existing between their two countries and of
further promoting and developing their relations in the fields

of Culture, Educztion, Seience and Technology,
HAVE AGREED AS FOLILOWS:

ARTICLE I

The Contracting Farties shall encourage co-operation
in the fields of Culture, Education, Science snd Technology
between their two countries through:

(1) exchanze of universigy professors, teachers,
experts, techniclians, scientifie research workers and gtudents,
and

(i1) providing scholarship grants to students and
graduates t0 study and train at esch cther's universities,
institutions of higher learning,technical training institutions,

laboratories, faectories and other educational institutions.

ARTICLE II
Each Contracting Farty, within its capacity, undertakes
0 promote studies of the languages, culture and literature of
the other Contracting Party at appropriste educational ang

research institutions of if{s own country.
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ARTICLE ITI
The Contracting Farties shall encourage mutual
acquaintance of their nations with the cﬁlture of each other,
by organising excharnge programmes for their musiecal and
theatrieal groups, artists, actors, musicians, writers and
Journalists and by organising concerts, exhibitions and

lectures in the territories of each other.

ARTICLE IV

1. For the purpose of understanding and learning
about the culture and clvilisation of each other, the
Contracting Parties, shall organise programmes for the exchange
and exhibition of books, periodicals, scientifiec and techno-
logical publications, magazines, newspapers, photograrhs and
tape-recordings as well as information as to the statisties
indicating the general development of their countries.

2. The Contracting Parties shall, to the best of
their abilitles, ensure that textbooks prescribed for thelr
educational institutions, particularly those relating to
History and Geography, should contain accurate and up—to-date
facts sbout each other's country.

%« For the purpose of co-operation in the field of
mass comminication, the Contracting Parties, undertake to
organise programmes for the exchange of films, press, radio
and televisgion as well as ecinematographic materials.

4. Por the same purpose as stated in the preceding

paragrath, the Contracting Parties shall facilitate the

exchange of views and information about thelr museums, librari eg

archives, and other cultursl inetitutions and also organise the

exchenge of information about materials illustrating antiguitie

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natural history and art.

Each Congracting Party shall, as far as Fogsible,

accord to the citizens of the other, the same educstional

facilitl es and standards as are aceorded t0 its own nationals.

ARTICLE VI

Each Contracting Farty shall endeavour to grant
scholarships to deserving students of the other Contracting

Farty in its universities and other institutions of higher

learning.

ARTICLE V1I
The Contracting Farties shall establish the reguisite
condifions for the evaluation of university degrees, titlese,
diplomas and other certificates granted in their countries for
university, sclentific, technical and cultural purposes with
2 view to concluding separate agreement on the eouivalence of

such university degrees,titles, diplomas and certificates.

ARTICLE VITI

For the purpose of mutuzl technicel acssistance, ezach
Contracting Party may request the other to place at ite disposal
guch experts 2sg it may require. This may include exchange of
professors, lecturers and other academicians, mediecal
specialists and such exchanges may teke place through mutual

consultations.

ARTICLE IX

Lach Contraeting Farty shall endeavour io make
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available to the other Contreeting Party educational
statlistics and information materiale that could make a
ugeful contribution in the educstional devalopment of ihs

other Contracting Farty.

ARTTICLE X
The Contracting Parties shall promote co-cperstion
between sports organisations of both countrie’s in the
interest of developing sports and alsoc with the aim of

arranging friendly competitions between their countries.

ARTICLE XY

The Contracting Parties shall, for the implementation
of the rresent Agreement, jointly elaborate and co-crdinate
through diplometic channels biennial plang of conerete
undertekings of Cultural and Educationsl exchanges and
negotiations for the purpose shzll take place alternately in
the countries of the Contracting Parties.

ARTICIE XTI

The Contracting Parties, tzking into consideration
the great importance of tourism for the acouaintance with the
life, ereative works and culture of their peoples, shal
encourage journeys for tourists and render them any reasonable

asslistence.

ARTICLE XTTII

Financial matters connected with the implementetion

f the present Agreement shall be regulsated on mutual basis.
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ARTICLE XIV
The Contracting Parties shell use their best endeavours
to settle any dispute concerning the interpretation or

application of this Agreemant through diplomatiec channels,.

ARTICIE XV

1+ The present Agreement shzll come into foree on the
date of exchange of notes signifying that it has been aprroved
in accordance with the constitutional procedure of the
Contracting Parties and shall remein valid for four Years.

2. The provigions of thig Agreement shall continue
o be applied after its expiry or termination to any exlsting
Contract or arrangement concluded under this Agreement.

3« Thereafter, its validity shall be automatically
renewed for a period of one year by tacit Agreement unless
gix months notice in writing to terminete it is given by one

of the Contracting Parties to the other.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the duly authorised representatives

of theContracting Parties have gigned the present Agreement.

Done at Lagos this l4th day of September,1982, in two
originals, one each in Hindi and English languages, both texts

being equally authentic.
